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COMMENTATOR, STUDENT COUNCIL AMONG 33 NOMINEES FOR $500,000 MASSCAP

EAST BOSTON, MA - Commentator and Student Council, both multiple Grade I winners, are
among 13 graded-stakes winners on the list of 33 nominees for the $500,000 Massachusetts
Handicap to be run on Saturday, September 20 at Suffolk Downs.

The 66th running of the MassCap will carry a guaranteed purse of $500,000, with $300,000 to the
winner. The MassCap is one of five Classic Division races in this year’s Breeders’ Cup Challenge, a
series of automatic qualifiers for the Breeders’ Cup World Championships. In the Breeders’ Cup
Challenge “Win and You’re In” format, the winner of the MassCap will automatically qualify for
entry in the Breeders’ Cup Classic, which will be run on October 25 at Oak Tree at Santa Anita Park
in Arcadia, CA.

Commentator, two-time winner of the Whitney Handicap at Saratoga, hails from the barn of Hall of
Fame trainer Nick Zito. In addition to his win in the Whitney on July 26, Commentator also won
this year’s Richter Scale Handicap (Grade II) at Gulfstream Park.

Student Council is one of four nominees for trainer Steve Asmussen. Student Council’s two Grade I
wins came in this year’s Pimlico Special and last year’s Pacific Classic. The other Asmussen-
trained nominees are Magna Graduate, Pyro and Zanjero.

Mambo in Seattle, second in this year’s thrilling Travers Stakes (Grade I), has been nominated by
trainer Neil Howard, who also nominated last year’s Travers’ runner-up Grasshopper.

Fairbanks, second to Brass Hat in the 2007 MassCap, is one of three nominees for trainer Todd
Pletcher. The five-year-old recently won the Duke of Magenta Stakes at Saratoga over fellow
nominees Angliana and Magna Graduate. Pletcher has also nominated A.P. Arrow and Sam P.

In addition to Zito, Asmussen, Howard and Pletcher, high profile trainers Gary Contessa, Eoin
Harty, Larry Jones, Kiaran McLaughlin, Ken McPeek and John Ward have all nominated horses to
the race.

Grade II winner Adore the Gold, trained by Michael Gorham, is among the 21 nominees for the
$100,000 James B. Moseley Sprint Handicap on the MassCap Day undercard.
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Weight assignments for both races will be announced by Suffolk Downs racing secretary Tom Creel

on Saturday, September 13. Final entries will be drawn at the MassCap post position draw and
press conference luncheon on Wednesday, September 17.
